	Different Ways  for Getting Help in Math

	How to work in groups successfully…..

· First begin by assigning roles for each group member. Everyone in the group helps and takes turns.

· Be sure to listen carefully to each other’s ideas and thoughts.

· Complete the group activity and stay focused on the assignment you are suppose to be doing.

· Use a soft inside voice, so you do not disturb other groups.

· If your group needs help go back and reread the directions for the assignment and if that does not work then ask your teacher. 

· Finally and most importantly follow directions!!
	Hey wait, I’m working solo……

· First, read the problem and/or directions to understand what it is asking you (underline it if necessary)

· If you need help, refer to your notes and textbooks
· Decide on an approach and try it out (test it).

· Be prepared to explain your answer (justify).
· Finally, practice your justification. Remember to include definitions or rules that are valid. 

· Be prepared to explain your answer in written language.



	Hey I’m confused so what do I do?
· First of all, Don’t Panic, it’s ok to be confused! Everybody gets confused!

· Next, reread the directions or the problems over again!

· Then, look back at your notes and examples around the room or in your notebook. Don’t forget to look at the Word Walls: they may help you as well.

· But I’m still confused...it’s ok; if you are still confused ask your partner or neighbors for help! They will be glad to help you!

· Finally, when all else fails ask your teacher(s) for help they will be glad to assist you! 
	Hey…I’m done…so what do I do now?

· Complete any unfinished assignment or make-up work.
