1st 9 Weeks
· Grammar: Sentences, Subjects & Predicates, Compound Subjects & Predicates, Simple & Compound Sentences, Prepositional Phrases, Clauses & Phrases, Complex Sentences
· Writing: Introduction to the writing process & Narrative Writing

2nd 9 Weeks: 

· Grammar: Common & Proper Nouns, Singular & Plural Nouns, Possessive Nouns, Subject & Object Pronouns, Possessive & Reflexive Case Pronouns, Indefinite Pronouns, Adjectives, & Helping Verbs
· Writing: Persuasive Writing

3rd 9 Weeks

· Grammar: Action & Linking Verbs, Present-Past-Future Tense, Principal parts of verbs, Regular and Irregular Verbs

· Writing: Expository & Open-Ended Writing

4th 9 Weeks

· Grammar: Perfect Tense, Progressive Forms, Contractions, Adverbs & Quotation Marks and Colons

· Writing: Descriptive & Open-Ended Writing

CLASSWORK
Students should keep all language arts and writing assignments in their binder. Assignments given in class daily should be completed and checked by student. If an assignment was given in class but not completed in class it is for homework. 

HOMEWORK
I believe that homework is necessary for practicing skills that have been learned or for enriching the classroom experience. On the other hand, I don’t believe in overloading students will busywork! In many cases, homework is simply class work that was not finished.  I try to give ample time in class for the completion of assignments, but some students work more slowly and must finish at home.  In order to help students get their homework assignments done, I will post homework in the room so they can record the information in their binder. 

*I expect all homework and class work to be turned in on time. Late assignments will be graded if they are turned in within a week, but later work will receive a deduction of 10 points per day late. Students will not be allowed to call home if they forget their work. Students should pack their book bags at night with all the materials needed for the next day. Organization is the key to success!
